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HIV is the strongest known risk factor for developing
active tuberculosis. In individuals with Mycobacterium
tuberculosis infection, the risk of developing active dis-
ease is 20 or more times greater in persons living with
HIV than HIV negatives. Tuberculosis is the most com-
mon HIV-associated illness in resource poor settings
and the most common opportunistic infection in
patients receiving HAART in developed countries. Of
the 33 million people estimated to be living with HIV
globally in 2008, approximately 1.5 million were also
tuberculosis patients. In that same year, tuberculosis was
responsible for 25% of all deaths in HIV-infected indivi-
duals. Given the synergistic consequences of the two
epidemics, has recommended several collaborative activ-
ities as part of core HIV and TB prevention, care and
treatment services. In this conference, some of the most
important recent advances in prevention, diagnosis, and
treatment will be critically reviewed.
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
